Main Idea: The Risen Christ enters into our isolation and fears, bringing
His peace, proving His presence, explaining His purpose, breathing new
life by the Spirit and commissioning us to move from fear to faith so we
can live as His witnesses, bringing HIS peace and HIS purpose to others.

2. How does the truth of Jesus entering our “locked rooms uninvit-
ed” and speaks peace before our fear is gone change our perspec-
tive of our circumstances?

3. What is one practical way you can step out in faith despite your
fear this week? Either by sharing your experience of Christ
(witnessing) or by “unlocking” the door for someone who might
be isolated?
